Referring a patient to the GIM clinic
 
· When to refer to the GIM clinic:
· When you are discharging a patient from the CTU ward who needs to be seen in follow up for a GIM issue (that cannot be managed by the patient’s family physician) in the next 2-4 weeks
· Logistics: How to refer someone to the GIM clinic:
· Call Maureen at x5928 to book the patient into the GIM clinic,
· Give the patient their appointment information before they are discharged from CTU
· Fill out the GIM referral form
· Can be found in the SMH dropbox 1-CTU Follow up  GIM clinic “GIM clinic referral form CTU”
· Fax the referral form to the GIM clinic (Fax number 5714) 
· Alternatively, this form can be emailed to Maureen at mcclenaghanm@smh.ca or GIMclinic@smh.ca (make sure you use your secure SMH or one-mail email address)
· If patient requires bloodwork prior to being seen, fill out a bloodwork requisition and give it to the patient. The ward clerk can assist you with forms.
· Alternative solution: You can book the patient in to clinic to see yourself (or another member of your team)
· Call Maureen at x5928 to book the patient into clinic
